Note No. 01 Signiticant Accounting Policies 

1.1 Basis of Accounting 

The financial satements of the Compant are prepared in accordance with generally accepted accounting principles in India

Deferred Income taxes reflects the impact of 
current year timing difference between taxable income and accounting income for the year and reversal of timing 
differences of earlier years. Deferred tax is measured based on the tax rates and the tax laws enacted by the balance sheet 
date.Deferred tax assets are recognised only to the extent that there is reasonable certainity that sufficient future taxable 
income will be available against which such deferred tax assets can be realised. Unrecognised deferred tax assets of earlier 
years are re-assured and recognised to the extent that it has become reasonably certain that future taxable income will be 
available against which such deferred tax assets can be realised. 

1.9 Depreciation and Amortization 

Tangible fixed assets are carried at cost of acquisition less accumulated depreciation. The cost of fixed asset comprises the 
purchase price, taxes, duties, freight and any other directly attributable costs of bringing the assets to their working 
condition for their intended use. Borrowing costs directly attributable to acquisition of fixed assets which necessarily take a 
Substantial period of time to get ready for their intended use are capitalised.

Depreciation on fixed assets are provided under written down value method taking the useful life of the assets as 
prescribed in Part C of Schedule II to the Companies Act, 2013 and residual value as 5% of the original cost of the asset.
